The annual Cambridge International Symposium on Economic Crime is not just another conference. It would not be in its twenty-ninth year if it were! Over the years, the Cambridge Symposium has established itself as a unique vehicle for promoting, at a truly international level, greater understanding of the real and practical issues involved in preventing and controlling economic crime, corruption and abuse, and thereby facilitating meaningful co-operation. The programme for the Symposium is prepared on the advice of those directly involved in protecting their organisations and economies from economic crime and corruption and in particular the impact of money laundering. It seeks to involve speakers and panellists with practical knowledge and experience from around the world who can not only share their expertise, but also act as catalysts in promoting awareness and discussion at all levels within the Symposium.
The Symposium is organised by a number of leading academic and research institutions throughout the world including the University of Cambridge and the International Association of Anti-Corruption Authorities, on a non-profit making basis, with the active support of many governments and organisations. The proceedings and social events will take place at Jesus College, one of the oldest colleges in the University of Cambridge. Delegates are accommodated in College or, if they prefer, nearby hotels, and meals are taken in the ancient Hall of the College. Indeed, the charm of the College, parts of which date from the eleventh century, fosters an intimacy and understanding upon which practical co-operation can be built for the future. In recent years, the Symposium has attracted annually over 1,500 participants from over 90 countries. Those participating, as the programme indicates, range from senior ministers to those more directly involved in the public or private sector, with preventing and controlling fraud, corruption and abuse. The opportunities for networking are unique.

The programme for our Twenty-Ninth Symposium is entitled “Responsibility for Risk – at the sharp end of fighting crime and terror.” The programme, through a number of keynote addresses, presentations and specialist workshops will focus, in a very practical and highly relevant manner, on the real risks and issues facing our financial and business institutions particularly in the era after the recent international banking and financial crisis. We are not, however, concerned only with the identification of such risks, but also their management and containment. During the week we will address a host of issues that threaten stability and integrity and in particular the insidious threats presented by organised crime, fraud, corruption and money laundering. As governments attempt to wrestle with serious crime and those who abuse their positions of trust, all those who look after other people’s wealth are increasingly placed in the forefront of this fight. Obligations to inquire, report suspicions and assist in the disruption of criminal and abusive activity, greatly increase the legal and other risks faced by managers and those who advise them. Consequently the programme is of very real relevance not only to those involved in law enforcement and supervision, but all those who are concerned to maintain integrity and protect business whether in the public or private sector. 
As in previous years, we have made every effort to draw together the widest possible variety of experts from a broad range of disciplines and organisations, but all with very real knowledge and experience. The Symposium is not and has never been a theoretical talking shop or "show case" for particular interest groups. It survives and prospers because of its practical relevance to those who return year after year and the increasing number of new friends that join us, in developing a truly international network of those who wish to facilitate the protection of their economies and institutions. If you have any doubts, just take a few minutes to run through the programme. The organisers are well aware of the value to participants in meeting and discussing particular problems with colleagues and recognised experts. Consequently, through the programme of workshops and in particular during the social activities, there is considerable scope for discussing specific and particular issues.

The registration fee covers participation in the main programme, the workshops, extensive documentation, lunch and dinner in College.
